THANKS TO YOUR SUPPORT LAST YEAR…

 More than 1,000 people  from  
24 states  and 67 Ohio counties — 
including 160 beginning farmers —
attended three-days of annual conference 
events in February 2020.

 Nearly 450 beginning farmers  
and community leaders gained practical 
skills during nine online workshops , 
webinars, and series on farmland transfer, 
business development, legal planning, 
transitioning to organic, and other topics.

 OEFFA launched a COVID-19 
resources webpage  and sent  
weekly emails to help farmers and  
others navigate the unprecedented 
complexities during the �rst months of the 
pandemic, and quickly pivoted to move 
educational programming online.  

Our Begin Farming Program nurtured budding farmers in the �eld and in the classroom.

We certi�ed a growing crop of organic farmers and processors, allowing us all to reap 
the environmental, social, and economic bene�ts of organic farming. 

We helped whet decision makers’ appetite for change by building grassroots support 
for policies that support farmers and protect our environment. 

We reaf�rmed our shared commitment to continuing with purpose and community by 
bringing farmers and consumers to the table to improve our food system.

 More than 500 farmers —including 75 beginning 
farmers  and 73 transitional farmers —received  
397 hours of one-on-one technical assistance  
from OEFFA Education staff. helping growers through the organic 
certi�cation process, COVID-19 market challenges, and more. This 
support assisted transitioning producers in converting more 
than 6,000 acre s into new organic grain production.

 OEFFA Certi�cation became accredited through Organic Plus 
Trust (OPT) to offer grass-fed certi�cation to organic dairy and 
beef operations. In 2020, OEFFA certi�ed 34 OPT  
grass-fed producers.

 OEFFA certified nearly 1,300 operations , including 111 
farms and businesses who certi�ed with OEFFA for the �rst time.

 OEFFA distributed $187,000 in organic cost-share 
funds  to more than 350 organic producers and 
processors , helping to make certi�cation affordable.

 To help farmers and consumers threatened by the pandemic, 
OEFFA fought for and realized changes in important 
disaster aid programs  for small and mid-scale farmers. 

 We worked with our Ohio partners to advocate keeping 
farmers markets open and operating safely , 
chronicle the impacts of COVID-19 in a new Opportunity 
in a Time of Crisis report, and develop important policy 
recommendations for supporting small farms and expanding 
food access. 

 OEFFA spearheaded the Ohio Soil Health Initiative , 
which brought together more than 150 farmers  and leaders 
during three listening sessions  and a half-day 
conference  session to empower farmer adoption of good 
soil health practices  and provide grassroots feedback as 
OEFFA works to introduce new soil health legislation.

 More than 3,800 members  supported OEFFA—
including 463 new members who joined us for the �rst time 
in 2020.

 OEFFA’s regional and issue-based chapters 
helped 1,373 members  connect with local food 
advocates and farmers around common interests.

 OEFFA’s new Youth Agricultural Education Chapter grew to  
60 members , and organized online children’s activities for 
OEFFA’s 2021 conference.

 OEFFA reached 12,425 followers  and subscribers on 
Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, and YouTube.

 To help more farmers �nd markets and customers, OEFFA  
offered complimentary listings  in the Good Earth 
Guide for all farmers during the COVID-19 pandemic.

 A new two-year Dairy Grazing 
Apprenticeship Program  matched three 
early career farmers with three master graziers 
for 4,000 hours of on-farm training, technical 
instruction, and peer networking.

 A new Begin Farming Advisory 
Network  helps service providers  
exchange information and collaborate to best 
serve beginning farmers across Ohio.

 Two new collaborators —a farmland 
transition specialist and grazing specialist—
allowed OEFFA’s Begin Farming Program to  
serve more livestock producers and late  
career farmers.

 Fifty full and partial scholarships  
were distributed to beginning farmers to attend 
OEFFA’s annual conference, which featured 
eight workshops  and one full-day 
intensive  dedicated exclusively to beginning 
farmer topics.

 An Ohio State University graduate student 
worked with OEFFA to conduct research  
on beginning farmer mental health  and 
social sustainability.

 More than 700 aspiring and beginning  
farmers  found community in OEFFA’s Next 
Farm Team Facebook group.

 Twelve pairs of experienced farmers and 
beginning farmers nurtured one-on-one 
mentorship support.

 OEFFA’s annual farm transfer workshop 
series  helped farmers like Vicki Rae Harder-
Thorne navigate the process of transferring their 
farm to a successor.
